1. Bible Study— Each day of the CWJC semester 

begins with Bible study and prayer.

2. Mentoring— Each student has a mentor who 

walks beside them for six months to one year

3. Covenants— Students, volunteers, and staff all 

commit to an equal partnership, in a positive, 

caring and safe environment for all.

4. Evaluation— Continuous evaluation of the site 

operations allows us to celebrate victories and 

make appropriate improvements.

5. Networking— We interact with many other North 

Texas agencies and churches to better serve the 

needs of woman in our area.

6. Advisory Council— The Board of Directors 

provide oversight functions and serves as a 

support system and resource for CWJC staff.

7. Certification— Our site director has achieved 

national certification training for CWJC directors. 

Additionally, we strive to equip our teachers and 

volunteers for ministry through on-site training. 

8. Needs Assessment— Our program is customize 

to address the needs of women living in Wichita, 

Archer, and Clay counties.  Most importantly we 

access the needs of each individual student, so 

that she may journey towards her unique, per-

sonal life goals.

WHAT IS CHRISTIAN WOMENS JOB  

CORPS

Since its formation in January 31, 2002, Christian 

Women’s Job Corps (CWJC) of Wichita Falls has 

helped dependent and impoverished women to move 

toward self-sufficiency as they learn basic life and job 

skills in a safe Christian environment.  Through a six 

month or one year mentorship and an education 

program we have encouraged women to be self 

confident and productive while developing meaning-

ful relationships.  CWJC is a non-profit women’s 

ministry that serves women in Wichita Falls.

    What is Mentoring at CWJC?

Mentoring at CWJC is an unconditional relationship 

between the women of the program and women in 

the community.  It provides a woman with the oppor-

tunity to build a healthy relationship that fosters spiri-

tual and personal growth.  Referred to as Sisters of 

the Heart, this name denotes the intent to develop 

not only a friendship, but a bond in which two women 

can support and uplift one another in prayer, ac-

countability, fellowship and encouragement.  More 

than just connecting with other women, mentoring at 

CWJC is becoming the “Hands of Hope” to women in 

the community who may be struggling with poverty, 

abuse, unemployment, depression, etc. in order to 

make a lasting difference in their lives.
